A new redistricting plan has changed certain boundaries of some state legislative and U.S. congressional districts and 
may affect which candidates appear on your ballot.

CAN I VOTE IN PERSON BEFORE ELECTION DAY?
Yes, early voting, also referred to as in-person absentee voting, will be available to all registered voters on Thursday, 
May 12, Friday, May 13 and Saturday, May 14. The State Board of Elections website will list polling location informa-
tion, including in-person absentee locations and hours. Or contact your county clerk’s office to see when and where 
you can cast your ballot before Election Day.

WHEN IS ELECTION DAY? WHEN ARE POLLS OPEN?
 • The state’s primary election is Tuesday, May 17. Polls are open from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. If you’re in line by 6 p.m.,   
  you’ll be allowed to vote. Find your polling location on the State Board of Elections website. Or contact your   
  county clerk’s office for polling site details.
 • Mail-in absentee ballots must be received by clerk before 6 p.m., prevailing time.  County boards of elections   
  will begin to count absentee ballots at 8 a.m., but the absentee ballot results shall not be made public until   
  after 6 p.m., prevailing time.

A VALID PHOTO ID IS REQUIRED TO VOTE 
A photo ID, including the name of the voter, is required. Acceptable forms of identification include your driver’s 
license, passport or other photo IDs issued by:

 • The United States or the Commonwealth of Kentucky
 • The U.S. Department of Defense, a branch of the uniformed services, the Merchant Marine or the    
  Kentucky National Guard
 • A public or private college, university or postgraduate technical or profession school located in the U.S.
 • Any city, county, urban county, charter county or consolidated local government in the state

 • U.S. Senate: 1 seat
 • U.S. House: all 6 seats
 • State Senate: 19 out of 38 seats
 • State House: all 100 seats
