The total cost of insurance is $2,569.36 split between the Directors and Officers at $1,281.87 and the General 

Liability at $1,287.49.  Each LO is assessed $75 per year by the KFBPW to cover part of this expense or $1,050 of 

the total $2,516.84 cost.
