These bylaws may be amended at an annual
conference by a two-thirds vote. Amendments may be proposed only
by the Executive Committee, Board of Directors, by region, by a local
organization, or by a Bylaws Committee.

As a member of the Federation, you have an opportunity to
propose an amendment to the Federation bylaws through the local,
region or state avenue.

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A FEW TIPS FROM THE FINANCE COMMITTEE

The main responsibility of the Finance Committee is to develop the
annual budget, assist the treasurer with collecting fees at meetings
and other events, supervise and approve all expenditures, among other
tasks. That said, we know that most local organizations frequently
find that revenue from dues alone is not sufficient to pay for
everything. One way to supplement revenue is by planning an activity
to raise funds that will replenish your budget.

Some ideas include:

a. Community Businesses advertising in your newsletter

b. Anindividual or community business/leader/organization
sponsoring a newsletter or meeting

¢.  Member assessments/donations

Basic rules:

. Ask for money. Don’t be shy.

2. Send thank you notes to the donors and fundraisers.

3. Ask other people to ask for money.

TIMING IS EVERYTHING. After defining the purpose, examine
the community calendar. Don’t bump heads.

Avoid holidays and holiday weekends. Also check dates for
religious observances.

Consider piggy backing your event to something already
happening.

Raising money takes time. The bigger the goal, the more time
(and the more people and/or resources) will be needed. Consider
breaking the fundraising goal into smaller chunks and hosting more
than one event. Example: If your goal is to raise $1,000 over the year
to give a scholarship, break it down to:

Total $ 1,000
